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Definitions for Six Community Impact Focus Areas

· People in Crisis   
 Providing a safety net for individuals and families during times of emergency, such as natural disasters or personal catastrophic events, by meeting basic needs of food, clothing, shelter and medication; and, providing intervention and stabilization services.

· Self-Sufficiency -- Enabling individuals to function within the community safely, productively and with the maximum degree of independence through remediation, rehabilitation, education, training, guidance, transitional and continuing support.

· Senior Independence and Support -- Enabling senior citizens to live with appropriate independence and be engaged in the community through awareness and promotion of a healthy lifestyle; provision of and access to age-appropriate health care; access to goods, services, personal contact and social activity; and, in-home services that assure good nutrition and compensate for declining capacity.
· Health and Wellness - Promoting the physical, mental and emotional wellness of people of all abilities through awareness and promotion of a healthy life style, access to primary health care and dental care for the un- and under- insured; pre- and neo-natal care for at-risk women and babies; risk-specific prevention and education; and, appropriate continuums of care for the mentally ill, developmentally disabled, emotionally disturbed, substance abusers and the dually diagnosed.

· Children and Youth – Supporting the development, learning and sense of belonging of children and youth through community-based recreation, social development and social adjustment programs; surrogate relationships; and, intervention and remediation programs for at-risk children and youth. 

· Family Sustainability - Fostering healthy and successful families through casework counseling; family supplementing programs such as child care; family substitutes such as emergency shelters, foster care or group homes; and adoption.
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
